TEACHING ACTIVITIES

1. LECTURES

Lectures on the different topics of the syllabus will be given in class sessions. It is not
compulsory but highly recommendable for the students to attend the lectures to write down the
corresponding class notes with which to prepare the exam.

2. PRACTICES

Several practices will be done in class by the students, who will participate in their correction.
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3. PRESENTATIONS
Each student will have to individually do a simple research work within a list of topics proposed.

Students can also propose a topic to the professor. Students must do a presentation of the work
in a public class session, where the contents will be collectively discussed.

EVALUATION

A. Evaluation by course:

1. Study cases and oral presentations have a 20% weight in the final mark.

2. A oral exam in the last week of class sessions has a 80% weight in the final mark. The exam
consists of specific questions on the topics of the table of contents. To be evaluated in this
exam, the student must have obtained at least 1.5 points in the previous activities.

B. Evaluation based on a final exam:
A final written exam will be held, which will be valued out of 10, on the date of its official

announcement. The exam consists of specific questions on the topics of the table of contents to
be answered in writing.

The previously-stated evaluation system is valid for the first official call. In the following calls,
students will be only evaluated based on a written exam.
